Isaiah 1:1
1 These are the visions that Isaiah, son of Amoz, saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem. He saw
these visions during the years when Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah were kings of Judah.

Here are the approximate reign dates for the kings during the time of Isaiah in the
Kingdom of Judah:

Uzziah (Azariah): around 792-740 BCE
Jotham: around 750-731 BCE

Ahaz: around 735-715 BCE

Hezekiah: around 715-686 BCE.

These actions collectively contributed to the spiritual and moral decline of Judah
during Ahaz’s reign.

3. God gave them HOPE.
