“What a person thinks about God is the most
important thing about that person”



* “Incommunicable” = beyond description!!!

Attributes, things that only God can have

* “Communicable” = Communicable attributes of
God are those that humans can also possess.

* kind and forgiving treatment of someone (as a wrongdoer
or an opponent)

* A kind sympathetic disposition : willingness to forgive, spare
someone guilty...




* MERCY and GRACE

* Grace is God giving you a gift of salvation that you
don’t deserve

* Mercy is God not giving you the punishment you do
deserve
